The Clinical Care Center will unite clinical care services,
research initiatives and family support programs in

one new state-of-the-art facility, enabling Connecticut
Children’s to fulfill its responsibility for providing
exceptional care and treatment to children with cancer
and blood disorders in our region.

Designed with input from patients and families, including
our Sickle Cell Disease and Cancer Family Advisory
Boards, as well as the staff, the Clinical Care Center

will feature:

* 8,000 square feet of clinical care space
(Current facilities are 4,000 square feet on two separate
floors, consisting of the 2nd floor Clinic and 8th floor
transfusion suite)

e Seven exam rooms
(Current facilities have three exam rooms, located in the
2nd floor Clinic)

e Four private infusion rooms
(Current facilities have seating for three patients in a
common area in the 2nd floor Clinic)

* Four private “day treatment” hospital rooms
(Current facilities have beds for four patients in the
transfusion suite in a semi-private area on the 8th floor)

* On-site blood laboratory
(Currently there is no laboratory on premises)

* Access to expanded waiting areas, a family consult
room, a play room and patient and family resource library

* Adjacent placement to our Clinical Trials Unit which
will allow for more seamless coordination and evaluation
of the new and emerging therapies

When Connecticut Children’s Medical Center opened in 1996, the Hematology/Oncology
space was designed to care for 35 children with a new diagnosis of cancer each year. In 2008,
we cared for 70 newly diagnosed patients and more than 350 children in extended treatment and
follow-up care. The new Clinical Care Center answers a critical and growing need for space as
cancer treatments are provided as efficiently and compassionately as possible to an increasing

number of children.

We embrace discovery, teamwork, integrity
and excellence in all that we do.

Created in 1996, Connecticut Children’s is the only
academic medical center dedicated exclusively to the
care of children in southern New England. We are
home to the University of Connecticut's Department
of Pediatrics and their Division of Pediatric Surgery,
pursuing innovative basic and clinical research,

and providing pediatric training to more than 500
physicians and allied health professionals each year.

The centerpiece of our clinical care is our
state-of-the-art children’s hospital facilities in

Hartford and Waterbury. They are complemented by
four specialty care centers in Farmington, Glastonbury,
Hartford and Shelton and a 120-student school for
children with physical and behavioral challenges.

Our programs and services include:

* Emergency Care that is defined by a Level 1
pediatric trauma center. Our Emergency Department
receives referral patients from more than 30 hospitals
throughout the region and has more than 50,000
visits each year.

* Intensive Care, which is served by an 18-bed
unit with 24/7 attending coverage. We care for
children with traumatic injuries, life-threatening
illness and children recovering from surgery. We
also have a 32 bed Neonatal Intensive Care unit for

newborns challenged with the most severe medical
complications.

* Inpatient care with nurse-to-patient ratios much
lower than in the adult hospital setting.

* Surgical care That is defined by our extensive
expertise in minimally invasive surgery.

* Specialty care encompassing a full spectrum
from diabetes and orthopaedics, to neurosurgery and
pediatric oncology.

 Primary and preventive care for the approximately
15,000 children that visit our Primary Care Center
each year.

At the center of everything we do, are the children
and families for whom we care. By partnering with our
families, we ensure their children receive outstanding
clinical care that is responsive to their physical and
emotional needs while respectful of the family's
traditions and values.
